                           If you are like me, every morning you get 

                      up there are things you would like to ac-

complish that day. From those desires come a list of 

priori�es—finish the project at work, mow the yard, 

watch a child play ball, visit a sick friend, take your 

spouse to dinner. Now there is nothing wrong with 

any of those things, but which should be our top pri-

ority? As followers of Jesus our priori�es should 

change. While those things may remain on the list, 

our number one priority should be to serve Christ. 

Jesus modeled for us how to set priori�es. He told the 

Pharisees, “I do not seek not My own will, but the will 

of Him who sent Me” (John 5:30, NASB). Doing God’s 

will was always the top priority of Jesus. 
 

Just as Jesus made His priori�es match His Father’s 

priori�es, our priori�es need to match the priori�es 

of Jesus. Paul tells us, “Jesus died for everyone so that 

those who receive his new life will no longer live for 

themselves. Instead, they will live for Christ, who died 

and was raised for them” (2 Corinthians 5:15, NLT). 

Following Jesus as our top priority is the normal Chris-

�an life. No longer do we live for ourselves; we live 

for Christ. No longer do we live to just please our-

selves; we live to please King Jesus. 
 

What do you think were some of Jesus’ priori�es? 

Worship was a priority. Jesus exalted the Father as 

the source of every good thing. Prayer was a priority 

for Jesus. More than seventy �mes the Gospels rec-

ord Jesus either speaking about or modeling prayer. 

Obedience was a priority for Jesus. Jesus always gave 

Himself to His Father’s kingdom agenda. Dependence 

on the Spirit, reliance on God’s Word, encouraging 

others, and cul�va�ng healthy rela�onships — all 

these things were priori�es for Jesus. Now, if these 

were Jesus’ priori�es, don’t you think they should be 

ours too?
